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HPV (Human Papillomavirus) is a sexually 
transmitted infection with many strains, 15 of 
which can cause cancer of the cervix and 
other areas. Currently, there is a quadrivalent 
vaccine against HPV that has been shown to 
be effective in preventing cervical and other 
cancers caused by HPV (Lei et. al, 2020).
With current vaccination guidelines indicating 
adults above age 26 may benefit HPV 
vaccination, are medical students and current 
medical professionals up to date on current 
vaccine guidelines? (Meites et. al, 2019).
Do medical students have adequate 
knowledge of HPV, including the method of 
transmission and the scope of diseases it
